Mike moved to approve secretary's report.  Jon 2nd. Unanimously approved.

Mike asked about the Holderman financials.  Renee reported the cost of awards and entry fee totals for 2009.  State awards were adjusted to reduce cost.  Jean suggested a change in the awards to make the tournament more profitable.  

Mike moved to approve the treasurer's report.  Dustin 2nd.  Unanimously approved.

Mike gave the Director's Report.  An agenda is proposing flights be split after shooting for national tournaments.  There have been instances at nationals where archers in lower flights are shooting better scores than the championship flight winners and not winning.  Flighting after both scores would reward the best shooter.

Shoot Reports

Tom Holderman – awards cost more than registration fees.  Larry gave us some background on the reason for the TH as our state.  Renee asked if we need a state target?  We aren't required to host a state target, just a state field and state indoor.  Jean suggests we look into smaller awards or different awards.  Mike will talk to Chad at Blue Ribbon.  Options will be revisited when a Kenosha rep is available. 

Kouba – 27 shooters

Plaques for awards cost $5 to make.  Jim Habas says the club would be willing to provide plaques like this for Badger Pro Am.  Jean says she will plan on trying this for the Open shoot.  Renee suggested we use them for the 18m & 25m.  We pay just as much for medals.  The plaques are much easier to ship.

Renee reports that the NAA approval has gone through.  We meet all requirements for state affiliation except the JOAD coordinator.  Names are suggested.

Jeff Page will take on NAA nationals registration

Renee asked about the option of moving the JOAD line to Saturday.  We host the JOAD line Friday night for maybe 2 dozen shooters.  Moving it won't save money, but it will open up Friday evening.

Board agrees to try it out for 2010.  Josh suggested we run practice Friday night and make some money to cover the cost of the gym for setup Friday night.

Jeff Heeg reported on a meeting for all organizations involved with the NASP in WI to discuss how to improve the NASP program in the state.  He reported that they discussed the possibility of it becoming a WIAA sport in the future.

Renee shared that the NASP has approved new arrows.  (This change was undone shortly following this meeting  Arrows will remain the same.  

Mike asked about limiting the use of arrows spinners at the tournament.  Teams inspecting and straightening arrows slowed up the tournament.  Mike moved we vote to add this to our state NASP rules.  Renee 2nd.  Approved.

Renee asked about how to decide which venues will be able to borrow the clock system for sectionals.  We have 3 hosts and only 2 clocks.  Renee will talk to LaCrosse Archery about them about trying out a computer timing system.  Mike said that the rules don't require a visual clock, only a timing system.
