NASP Coaches:


It is time to start thinking about the National Archery in the Schools Program Wisconsin State Tournament. The tournament will be held Friday March 26th and Saturday March 27th, 2010 at East Jr. High in Wisconsin Rapids, WI.  Your team may choose to shoot on Friday or on Saturday to accommodate bussing, but needs only shoot one day.

As of January 20th, regular flight times apply.  We will shoot in double line flights, so that teams sharing equipment may all shoot at one flight time.  There will be an A position and a B position on each flight.  Please indicate students who share a bow on your registration form.

The Wisconsin state tournament follows the nationals rules with a few exceptions listed below:

· Teams must be between 12-24 students, 4 of which must be the opposite gender.

· Schools may enter more than 24 students, but only 24 may be part of a pre-selected team.  

Some changes from last year:  

· Please bring your own arrows, labeled so that students shooting on the same bale have different arrows.  Coloring fletchings with sharpie markers is easiest and will not affect the performance of your arrows.

· Arrows will be available to borrow if your team does not have the required amount.

· We will be using bubble scorecards for 2010.  Please familiarize your students and your scorers with the rules, scoring, and scorecards before the tournament.  Please see www.nasparchery.com for that information.  

Registration opens Monday, December 21st.  To reserve a flight time, email me with a team name, approximate number of archers, and your selected flight times.  Reserve early to ensure that the flight times you want are available.  Completed rosters are due March 8th.
